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Madrid born ALFREDO GARCÍA, began his music studies at the “Real Conservatorio Superior de Música de Madrid”, as well as at the “Escuela Superior de Canto de Madrid” and graduated with honourable mention in addition to receiving the Extraordinary Graduation Award. He completed his studies in Vienna at the “Hochschule für Musik und Darstellende Kunst”.

Alfredo García has attended various Master Classes both in Spain and abroad, with, among others: Thomas Hampson, Simon Estes, Jaime Aragall, Paul Schilawsky, Patricia Wisse, Helena Lazarska, and Dennis Hall.

Alfredo García has received awards from, among others, the association Amigos de la Ópera de Madrid, Juventudes Musicales and the González Guerrero Award in the Maestro Alonso International Voice Competition. 
He has received scholarships for his talent from the Spanish Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the Ministry of Culture, as well as the Government of Austria in order to further his music studies.


Alfredo García's stage performances include his interpretation of the following roles:
